Definitions 

Show-Me Heroes 

Veteran:  A person who served on active duty for a 
period of more than 180 days and was 
discharged or released therefrom with other 
than a dishonorable discharge. 

 (Title 38 USC, Chapter 42.  US DOL) 

Service Member:  A person who has served in the past 
or is serving currently in any of the 
active or reserve components of the 
United States Armed Forces.
